At home,
she frequently talked about her students (sometimes even in her sleep), sharing her
concerns for their wellbeing and hopes for their future. LouAnne’s love for children
extended into her personal life as well: she was an amazing mother and an even better
grandmother. LouAnne once told her family that her vision of heaven—where we know
she is now—is being surrounded by babies.
